1. Only volunteers and donors will be invited. The total number of these is 

about 400. We expect about 25% participation or about 200 including 

spouses or partners. 

2. Masks will be required for entry to any building. Masks will be available 

for any person needing one. 

3. There will be a person stationed at each building entrance to control the 

number of persons in the building at any one time. The numbers by 

building are: 

a. Rutland House – 8 

b. School – 8 

c. Burnap Cottage – 6 

d. Miss Charlotta’s Tea Room – 6 

e. Post Office – 1 

f. Bailey’s General Store – 8 

g. Caretaker’s Cottage – 2 

h. Morning Glories – 6 

i. Shorehaven – 8 

4. There will be no food or beverages allowed in any building. 

5. Food and beverages will be served outside in or near the open-air 

pavilion. Food and beverages will be allowed in the pavilion. 

6. Sanitizer solution will be available at the entry to each building and at 

rest rooms.
